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AIMS

This report is compiled from research on over 40 websites related to climate change. The findings are not
exhaustive - the aim of the audit is to draw upon the most effective existing resources to enable Children in a
Changing Climate to develop ideas for creating unique educational materials, and to avoid duplication.

CONTENT

The first section outlines the different sources and types of resources available. In addition, key climate change
themes and facts and glossary definitions are summarised. The next section describes the various types of
resources, categorised by format: visuals, lesson plans, activities, online interactive animations, reports, fact sheets,
video/film, case studies. The latter are further subdivided into climate change impacts, adaptation, mitigation and
advocacy.

ORIGINS OF EXISTING RESOURCES
NGOs: specialist organisations such as Friends of the Earth, Greenpeace, and development INGOs including Plan,
Save the Children, ActionAid, UNEP and other UN agencies.

Governments: e.g. lesson plans from the UK schools department (DSCF); the UK’s environment department (policy
documents from DEFRA); the Australian Department of the Environment (FAQs and answers).

Media: Teachers TV, Channel 4 and BBC have climate change micro-sites with online interactive activities, videos,
and DVDs available for purchase.
TYPE OF RESOURCES AVAILABLE

Academic research: Context specific studies about climate change (e.g. Oxfam’s study in Vietnam)

Policy Reports/research; about the impact of climate change on children (e.g. UN’s ‘Children and Climate Change’
report).

Online interactive activities: These feature on various sites and include carbon calculators, quizzes, and graphic
diagrams explaining processes of flooding, global warming etc.

Lesson Plans; Schemes of work, activities and extension exercises from government sites and specialist NGOs.

Fact sheets: are widely available, and provide key facts and sound bites to attract learners to the topic.

KEY THEMES IN EXISTING RESOURCES
Although the spectrum of existing resources encompass all the components of the Project’s learning strand
(impacts, adaptation, mitigation and advocacy), it is evident that those focusing on the impacts are more abundant.

1. IMPACTS THEMES

* Explanation of the greenhouse effect process, including global warming, the ozone hole, contribution of
methane gases.

* The carbon cycle

The debate about whether the climate is changing due to natural causes or increased human activity.

What are the key impacts of the earth warming by a few degrees?

(more fires, droughts, rain, rising sea levels, cyclones etc.)

* ElNino

*  Food miles — The impacts of buying food overseas rather than locally, raising awareness of where our food
comes from and how it is processed, and the resulting impacts on climate change (e.g. see ‘Your Climate
Your Life’ materials).

* Biodiversity — how it is affected by climate change, (see Learning & Teaching Scotland lessons).

2. ADAPTATION THEMES
* How can we live with climate change? Urban/coastal planning, farmers adjusting their agricultural crops,
consume local produce.
* How do scientists predict climate change? They create scenarios, use mathematical models of the earth’s
climate system

3. MITIGATION THEMES
* Energy - the need for renewable energy (Australian Government Office)
*  Household — sustainable living in your home using renewable energy (Learning & Teaching Scotland)
* Transport — problems and solutions (Learning & Teaching Scotland)

4. ADVOCACY THEMES
*  What is the UK government doing to address climate change?
* The Kyoto Agreement
* The Climate Change Bill (FOE resource booklet — lesson 5)

Note

In light of recent world events, war and conflict occasioned by the earth’s dwindling resources as a result
of climate change has become a prevalent issue. However, the topic is not currently represented in
educational resources.

This report includes case studies on the impacts of climate change in terms of provoking conflict situations in the
following countries: Algeria, Darfur, Peru, Bangladesh and Karachi. Key Fact (p. 18) “The consequences of climate
change include a high risk of armed conflict in 46 countries with a total population of 2.7 billion people, and a high
risk of political instability in a further 56 countries with a total population of 1.2 billion”

Global food prices have risen 83 per cent over the last three years. The World Bank estimates that demand for food
will rise by 50% by 2030, as a result of rising affluence and growing world population.

KEY FACTS/SOUND BITES
The following facts are most commonly cited in school resources and climate change research:

Atmospheric temperature rise
* The world has warmed 0.7 degrees in the past century
* Temperatures are projected to increase from 1.1 to 6.4 degrees centigrade by the end of 215 century
* 9 of Britain’s 10 hottest years have occurred since 1989.
* 5% of the world’s population live in the US, but they produce 25% of the world’s emissions.
Sea level rise
* The global sea level rose during the 20t century by 12-22cm. By the end of the 21t century, sea level is

projected to rise by at least 18-59 cm.

All of the summer sea ice is predicted to have melted ways if temperatures rise by as little as 2 degrees by
the end of the 21t century.

*  70% of sandy shorelines have retreated over the past 100 years; 20 - 30 percent are stable, while less than
10 percent are advancing.

* The global mean sea level has risen by 10 - 20 cm during the 20th century — ten times faster than the rate
for the previous three thousand years.

Impact on humans
*  50% of the world’s population will be living in areas at risk from storms and other weather extremes.

Up to 200million extra people could be placed at risk of hunger is temperatures rise by 2 degrees this
century.

* 5 million people in England and Wales are now at risk from flooding every year.
* In the year 2000, 150,000 are estimated to have died as a result of climate change.

* In the next decade, up to 175 million children are likely to be affected every year by the kinds of natural
disasters brought about by climate change.

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* The percentage of the world’s population exposed to malaria, one of the biggest killers of children under
the age of five, is expected to increase from 45 per cent to 60 per cent in the next 100 years due to
climate change. 800,000 people are killed each year by malaria.

By 2010, there will be 50 million 'environmentally displaced people', most of whom will be women and
children.

Impact on species
*  30% of the world’s species could become extinct if temperatures rise by 2 degrees.

This activity helps explain how turning a light switch is connected to flooding for people living near rivers and the
sea. It's an interactive activity where students learn about lines of causation by arranging 12 cards in sequence.

‘Understanding Citizenship 2’ (Text book published May 2008)

‘Global Warming’ unit

This unit focuses on the issue within a Citizenship framework. The lesson uses a story about tourists visiting the
North Pole to introduce the topic.

What works? Colourful, question boxes to provoke discussion, simple illustrations, key word definitions, brief
explanations of the impacts.

addition, there are glossary boxes of key terms and relevant photos.

‘Children in the New Millenium: Environmental impact on health’, UNICEF, UNEP

This publication provides accessible information on ‘Global Environmental Problems’ (chapter 4) and
‘Environmental Threats to Children’ (chapter 3) which outline the key issues of climate change and related themes
affecting children: ozone level depletion, desertification, deforestation, loss of biodiversity.

‘Children and climate change’, UNICEF

Text/photo based outline report regarding the risks children face due to climate change, about the following
themes: natural disaster, disease, water, food security, trees. In addition the challenges and opportunities of energy
and advocacy are covered. This report contains concise thematic information, an abundance of powerful climate
change related photos, as well as quotes from locals affected and community initiatives.

‘How will global warming affect my world?’, UNEP

This report provides a simplified version of the IPCC’s 2001 report on impacts, adaptation and vulnerability. It
includes information on polar regions, rainfall patterns, wildlife & ecosystems and sea levels. In addition, regional
scenarios for the future of climate change impacts.

Why useful for educational purposes? It could be referenced as reading material as it is a simplified version of the
full 2001 IPCC report.

Drought-management considerations for climate change adaptation: Focus on the Mekong Region,
Vietnam. Oxfam

Most relevant are the ‘impact trees’ and related methodology in chapter 6. As we discussed, a similar exercise
could be a great way for children to pull out the key climate related impacts from the case studies. Issues we could
address could include: drought, floods, desertification, sea-level rise, spread of disease, changes to crop season/
output. We could then choose each case study to reflect one of these issues.

‘Climate Change: Impacts, Vulnerabilities and Adaptation in LDCs’, UNFCCC
The report contains excellent photos and the website contains a lot of background information about the impacts

and Conventions related to Climate Change.

» Teacher’s TV 15 minute video ‘Climate Change - The Impacts’

An illustrated look at the potential impacts of climate change, focusing on examples from around the globe,
including Bangladeshi topography. This programme makes the point that though threats to the environment are
real, their final impact is not inevitable; students are encouraged to think about and discuss what should be done.

» Teacher’s TV 15 minute video ‘Climate Change Timeline’

Students have to sort cards into the appropriate time period using shuffled-up diary entries along the time-line of
1970-2070. The class are then presented with a mixture of gloomy and attractive future scenarios and are asked to
rate them in order of preference. They then create a video diary, aimed at their grandchildren, detailing their
futuristic environmental promises.

» Teacher’s TV 15 minute video ‘Climate Change The Causes’

This programme uses animation and natural history footage. Concepts covered include: naturally occurring
greenhouse gases; natural variations in climate; industrialisation and population growth; use of fossil fuels and
carbon dioxide emissions.

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Conclusion/Overall Findings

In conclusion, this baseline study of web-based climate change resources has provided an overview of existing
materials. Information on climate change is presented in a number of ways. The following formats appear to be the
most effective in engaging students:

Country profiles; Location specific case studies are effective in getting students to engage with topics by
contextualising the issues.

Child testimonies: Short stories written in first person narrative personalise the impacts of climate change and draw
attention to the young people who deal with direct effects on a daily basis, as well as their/their community’s
method of adaptation.

Visual resources: Diagrams, graphic representations and online interactive activities are important in making the
complexities of processes and issues more student-friendly, especially as our audience comprises mixed ability
students. Due to the abundance of high quality visual resources it may be more useful to provide links for teachers
instead of developing new versions.

Glossary definitions: increases students’ grasp of specialist language, as well as their awareness of organisations that
deal with climate change issues. These definitions can also be embedded in longer bodies of text to enhance the
lessons visually.

Key Questions: To provoke critical debate as students read the text.

CHILDREN IN A CHANGING CLIMATE - NICHE FOR RESOURCES
The following resources have been developed by Plan UK, taking existing materials and information into account.

Country worksheets: The worksheets include real life individual child testimonies gathered by Plan programme
offices around the world to highlight the impacts of climate change on children in an accessible, student friendly
format. Each worksheet focuses on one country (Brazil, El Salvador, Malawi, Kenya, Indonesia, Philippines, Sierra
Leone etc.) providing an overview of the topography and human geography via satellite images, maps and
photographs. Students have the opportunity to compare and contrast the impacts of climate change within
individual, local and global contexts.

Issue files: These files provide an overview of key climate change themes, ranging from the Kyoto Protocol to
current issues facing the global community like changes in migration patterns and food crises.

Lesson Plans

Each lesson consists of a one page curriculum mapped plan for Key Stage 3 Citizenship, Geography and ICT. 9 of
the 14 lessons are core lessons, designed to give teachers the option of using them across one term or throughout
the academic year. Some of the lessons provide opportunities for students to communicate on a global scale via
school linking. This helps to ensure that as many children’s voices as possible are heard. Building on the UK
syllabus, an international syllabus has been devised to provide teachers around the world with more relevant
materials. The resources are adaptable to local education systems and environmental issues.
